Don't miss This mportant Message/

Your help is needed to locate missing private Triumph
memorabilia of great sentimental value.

A new member of the Club is seeking to retrieve important
Triumph memorabilia which he had handed over to a TSOA official
at the All British Day at The Kings School in 2018.

This new member advises that he gave the material in a manilla folder to
the then editor (or so he was led to believe) on the second but last All
British Day (2018) at The Kings School prior to the COVID shutdowns. I
had become the editor of TRead the year before that All British Day, so in
2018 I was the editor however I do not have any knowledge of the
missing material.

The background to the memorabilia is that his father, along with 2 other
drivers in TR2's along with 2 mountain climbers and one press
photographer, smashed the Three Peaks Challenge being the climbing of
the three highest peaks in Scotland, England and Wales, in the mid
1950's. There was a wealth of press cuttings in the folder as well as
articles in the inhouse Standard / Triumph magazines of the day. The
most precious thing of all though was the badge off the front of his
father’s car, emblazoned with "Triumph in the Peaks" and signed by all 6
men. He can only remember one of the climbers, and the press
photographer’'s names which were T G Buckland and Ted Whimperney
and of course his father’s signature Chas Fackler. The off white badge
(discoloured from age and about the size of a typical number plate) was
sign written prior to the challenge stating "In under 24 hours " and that
was crossed out and written over in wax pencil by " 171/2 hours" which is
the time that they did it in. His father is long dead and this memorabilia
holds indescribable sentimental value to the member.

At the time the member did organise to speak with the editor(?) to flesh
out the details, and someone did ring him and left a phone message which
he did reply too, however he never heard another thing from the caller.

If this story rings any bells for you, or if indeed you can shed any light
whatsoever on this mystery please contact me directly to discuss.

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Motorsport Report -August

Welcome to the Motorsport Report for August,
a month that has yielded more than its fair
share of bleak news for motorsport in NSW.

The Morgan Round of the CSCA at SMSP, has
been run and from all reports, was a fairly
good day. What was a surprise to me was to
see 12 entries from TSOA, the biggest entry list
was, as it always is, from club Lotus with TSOA
taking out the 2n biggest list of entries.
Unfortunately, numbers for this event were
down again. What started off as looking like 93
entries turned out to be 73 starters on the day.
20 cancellations due to various reason such as
COVID, mechanical issues etc., either way the numbers reflect a trend in
motorsport at a club level which is one of dwindling numbers, and the lack
of venues will now impact even further. More on that later.

On the back of the TSOA Wakefield cancellation, the MGCC has cancelled
their next round at Pheasant Wood on the 27% August due to serious
health issues for a member of that club. This will reduce the CSCA
calendar to 5 rounds this year leaving the next and final round at SMSP to
be run by the Jag club on the 23" October, when a significant number of
the regular TSOA drivers will be at the Nationals in SA!

This brings me to Wakefield Park. As it stands they will be closing their
doors on the 15t of September, staff are all being made redundant and
the track is being shuttered. Wakefield have said running the track for
only 4 days a month is economically unviable and as such will close till a
suitable solution is found to the problem.

So where to from here? My understanding is that the mayor and the local
council are working with the state government to declare the area around
Wakefield an area of economic benefit for the region, this will enable the
council to grant the track more operating flexibility while overriding any
neighbors’ concerns. I'm guessing Wakefield’s decision to close the doors
has more to do with creating some political pressure for the local and
state governments to make a decision that will benefit the track. I really
do not see them walking away from the place and letting it go.

How long will this all take? Who knows, I would be surprised if we see a
resolution in 2022 but I would suggest Wakefield will eventually get what
they want. It is now just a question of time. Either way this has created a
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dilemma for anyone involved in motorsport, particularly at a club level.
The lack of a venue means bigger meetings will get priority while smaller
club meetings with less economic reward will get pushed out with howhere
to go.

It's impossible to plan for 2023 with Wakefield being an unknown and
SMSP refusing to confirm anything for 2023. This leaves Pheasant Wood
as the only viable alternative. I assume that they will be fielding a lot of
enquiries from clubs trying to confirm something for 2023.

Finishing on a brighter note, I really do believe Wakefield will sort out its
issues and reopen. It is not ‘if, it's just a question of ‘when’, as with all
things, it has to get worse before it gets better.

Hope to see you out on the track soon....... a track that's still operating.

CSCA Morgan Round SMSP

When you wake up at 5am to prepare for a day at the track, the sound of
rain thundering on the roof and patio outside is never a good start. For
some reason I seem to attract rain when I have an event to go to. Maybe
it's because I'm a 'pome'. Wakefield is where many of us learn how to
control the car in the wet, and I have a good video to prove it there, but I
really was looking forward to a dry day at Eastern Creek on Saturday for a
change. Why? Well Garth Selig from Repair and Restoration is obsessed
with tuning the various old race cars he works with, and mine is one of
them, a 1969 GT6 Mk2 which now has 162 horses to play with....or should
I say wrestle with. I need a dry track!

Arriving nice and early, I managed to grab one of the outdoor covered
spaces alongside Steve Brankstone (TSOA) in his Mazda MGB. Lotus cars
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seemed to dominate the event by numbers with barely a Morgan in sight,
but it was a little sad to see how few ‘old’ cars were actually taking part
these days. As we set-up and had our drivers briefing, the weather had
settled and the track was actually already drying thankfully, so it looked
like the day was going to be good after all.

The initial session for everyone was tentative. Mine being rather eventful
for marshalls on corner 4 where I ran wide on the out lap forgetting the
tightness of the corner but also having passed a slower car after turn 3
and was out of position on entry. The corner hooks around to the right
and I went off wide and did a good bit of gardening and drain clearing in
the process. What an idiot. However, on reflection, we were forming a
grid from an access road leading into the back straight on this event, and
I have to say I don't like this. You feel pressured to be up to speed once
you come down the main straight to start a lap when the tyres still need
warming up, and it requires a good lap to do so in my experience...which
is probably why I ran wide in the first session out lap. Let’s stick to
traditional dummy grid and start from pit lane in future please! We all
have a good lap of corners to get our tyres warm and safe to use, and I
prefer this rather than saving a few minutes in the day.

My aluminium air scoop below the front skirt was damaged, but that was
all, and was able to put a few more laps together in session one, although
I did have some prop shaft noise against the tunnel which can happen if
the rear gearbox mounting is slightly ‘off’ by a few millimetres. Sadly, I
wasn't the only driver having issues. Both of the Dolomite Sprints of Mark
and Philip Larmour were towed in I think in the first sessions, and the
Lotus 59 didn’t see much running either.

Having removed a bucket of mud from under the front of the car, all
looked good again. Second session was a dry track so time to get down
to business. I started with 2:12.2 and then started to be more
aggressive with a 2:00.7 and then was held up a little on the 3rd lap with
a 2:03.1 as I caught the car in front. I still had plenty to explore....but
then as I came into turn 6 at the back of the circuit (a 90° left) something
went bang and what sounded like the prop shaft whacking against the car
or road meant my session was over. Free-wheeling over the hill and down
toward the right hairpin I was able to get off to the left out of harm’s way,
and hoping I haven’t ruined everyone’s session. Returning to the pits,
assessment quickly deemed an end, and promptly packed up the car onto
the trailer for a trip home. The diff pinion was blown. My day was over.
Argghhhhhhh! I wanted to improve on my PB of 1:57.3, but it wasn’t to
be today.

Philip and Mark Larmour decided to focus on getting one of their Dolomite
Sprints going again diagnosing a dodgy fuel pump or fuel line/webber
problem, which was good to see. Lindsay Day continued well in his
Triumph 2.5PI with a best of 2:18.6, John Whittaker had a good day with
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a 2:10.1, Steve Brankstone (Mazda MGB) managed a PB 2:04.3, Kevin
Davis (Renmax replica) 1:58.2, but TSOA driver of the day in my opinion
must be Thomas Derwent in his yellow TR7 with a 1:57.14. A fabulous
driver, and the man I have to beat! Other faster members of the day
competing in ‘modern' cars were Trent and Peter Avery in their Evo
(1:50.4 and 1:54.19 respectively).

Our members make-up a respectable portion of the competitors and bring
to the track some great and varied cars from the Triumph stable.
However, it is clear that these events see less historic cars and are
attracting more modern alternatives as the older cars get harder and
more expensive to maintain. I actually think the one day events are
better for the older cars and driver’s wallets rather than the 2-3 day
historic events where cars struggle to last the full weekend. I hope this
might sway some of you to get your TR3/4/6 or your Spitfire/GT6 out with
us, or maybe you have a Dolly or 2000 out there yearning for the track
again. It's good fun, with good people, and no pressure to be the fastest,
just to take part and learn a bit more car control, which is definitely what
I need!

Many thanks to MOCA for managing the day well and inviting us to take
part. I think the majority of the club competitors had a great day out.

Wakefield Park Protest

I was at Wakefield Park yesterday (Sunday 28 August) for
what was the last race meeting here possibly for ever(?). It
was a very emotional day for all including the staff, we
actually had the drivers briefing on the start/finish line taking
the obligatory photo of everyone, drivers, friends, pit crew,
staff etc on the start/finish line. Needless to say it was
emotional with some of the long time staff were in tears.

Of even more interest on the day was the protest organised

by someone in favour of keeping the track open. I am not
sure of the number, but they started at the showground in town, worked
their way down the main street ending up at the track. It goes without
saying, it was the biggest crowd I have ever seen on the hill on the back
straight, complete with media and making the local news. It was also the
biggest crowd I have seen at a local race meeting with a number of people
attending just to experience what may be the last operating day for
Wakefield Park Raceway.

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Pinkstone Run - 7 August

The starting point was at the old Cowan truck stop, where TSOA members
caught up for a chat and to find out the planned route. Laurie Bromley
handed out, in two parts, excellent route instructions that he and Fran had
prepared earlier.

The first section was a 53.7km drive to Heather Brae Pies at Ourimbah.

TSOA Road Trip to Cootamundra
VSCC Cootamundra Sprints
19 - 22 AllgllSt Helen Carter/Phil Larmour/Ed.

Day 1 - Friday 19 August

The TSOA travelling group gathered at the Pheasant Wood Service Centre
on the Hume Highway for the trip south down the Hume Highway. The
Triumph travelling convoy for this day was an impressive line-up from the
marque comprising Jill + Lindsay Day’s 2500 ‘efi’ sedan. Jenny Campbell
in a P76 engined 4.4ltr Stag, John Whittaker with his Mk3 Spitfire
(tinkered with a bit) on a trailer behind the Discovery, Helen Carter +
Lorraine Mooring of ‘2 Chicks in a Dolly’ fame, Debby + John Stokes in
their sonorous Stag (who know what he has done to that thing?), Leigh +
Phil Larmour in the oh so luxurious Volvo SUV, and myself in an almost
standard TR6. Our first Triumph moment was at Pheasant Wood with
Jenny’s Stag requiring attention because of a lost (broken into 2 pieces)
power steering reservoir tank. Fan belt removed, all lines secured and
45psi in the front tyres later Jenny and the Stag made it to Jugiong
(indeed the whole weekend) without further major incident. Lunch at
Jugiong was pleasant before heading further south to Coolac and there
turning west(ish) for Cootamundra. Passengers report that the cross
country drive was quite pleasant through green rolling hills and fields,
drivers report that the potholes (recent rain) were not too bad.

Dinner that evening was had at the Cootamundra Country Club, right next
door to our motel. Here our own Helen Carter distinguished herself not
only by winning the meat raffle but also for successfully negotiating an
exchange of the tray for a perfectly acceptable sauvignon blanc.

Day2 - Saturday 20 August

Where the Friday had been a mixed bag of weather - rotating sequences
of warm sun/cloud/showers/repeat, Saturday started off cold/grey/heavy
wet mist and it stayed that way all day. Nevertheless, VSSCA put on a
great day (see photos) there were a few minor gripes from some drivers
but not from Triumph drivers.

The Cootamundra Sprints are put on by The Vintage Sports Car Club of
Australia each year. The event is held on the 1.5km long, 18m wide,
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Cootamundra Airport runway which
allows two cars to safely run side
by side over the timed 400m
course. Cars are required to be pre
1985, or at the discretion of the
Organisers, and may participate in
either full speed timed acceleration
sprints or regularity sprints. The
latter allows vintage cars to accelerate over the 400m at any comfortable
speed they choose and once a time has been given then the object is to
come as close to that as possible in subsequent runs. VSCCA continued
with the informal arrangement of past years in which competitors are
permitted to choose their running mate. There is nothing better than
competing side by side with a ‘mate’. The vibe of the event is good old
fashioned vintage car fun without risking the precious cars or drivers.
State of the art electronic timing is used.

As I noted earlier conditions were not ideal with a cold wet and sometimes
bumpy tarmac surfaces, times were not great and will not be reported
individually. The Triumph competitors turned in good times between 16 -
19 seconds for the (wet) 400m. I lost count of the actual number of
‘sprints’ for the day, we certainly did get our money’s worth on the day.

A real highlight of the day was the variety of glorious old time machines
that you could walk up to, touch, hear and smell in the car park. Such a
collection of vintage racing cars, you can't quite believe what is quietly
hidden in people's garages. This was worth the price of admission alone.

While the drivers had to deal with this intoxicating level of eye candy all
day long, the ladies were not forgotten. From Helen Carter -

A group of us went on a vintage bus tour of the township. I didn't know
that there were buildings here that had housed young indigenous girls
who were part of the stolen generations. Some of these only closed in the
late 1960s.

Day three dawned foggy but with the rain thankfully finding somewhere
else to fall. A quick breakfast was had for most at a local café after which
we said goodbyes to Editor Jeff and Jill and Lindsay Day who had to return
to Sydney.

The rest of the intrepid travellers (the Stokes, Whittakers and Larmours)
then departed for Bathurst via Young, Grenfell, Cowra and Blayney.

Along the way Lorraine had a spurious warning of low oil pressure on the
engine monitoring device which resulted in a quick stop to find the source
of the warning - a wire had fallen off the oil pressure switch!

Onward to Grenfell where we had the pleasure of a visit to a Dodge and
Chrysler Museum with the benefit of commentary by the very
knowledgeable owner.
